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People Come & Go: Love Them All

Sometimes we get so hung up on spiritual concepts and ideas we 
become blind to how they play out around us at any given time -- and 

at all times. For example, "karma" and "reincarnation." Being in 

polarity, the wholeness of any given situation may not be apparent at 

the moment, but may become clear later.

(Yes, we do have opportunities for healing, growth and 

development that can linger for quite a while until our continuing 

refusal, denial or ignorance about them causes the "window" of 
opportunity to close.) If your problem is with a relationship, you need 

to realize that all personal bonds have time limits on this plane. That 

goes for infants who (too soon, it seems) are going off to the first day 

of school, to graduating from high school, to going off to college, to 
having families of their own, to parents and other older loved ones 

who go from young and vibrant parents themselves (with all their 

strengths and weaknesses) to the grave. Just as our karma brought us 

to these people and our karma changes as we interact with these 
people, we will see them again, as we have seen them before, through 

reincarnation. Spiritually, we shouldn't get hung up on "time," since 

time is limited to this physical plane. But time is a powerful emotional 

element for us here. Some relationships are destined to last a lifetime 

and some for only a day. Some for only an hour. Some for a passing 
minute on the street -- that, in itself, can have lasting, lifetime 

consequences. Be grateful for whatever and whomever is around you.

The way out of limitation is to limit limitation by 

seeing past it, at the wholeness of every single moment. And, in that 

way, the past can be healed. The future is infinitely open. Living and 
loving in the present is the key. That is the reason for reincarnation; 

the way to break karma and create yourself anew. Go for oneness. Go 

for joy. Go for love. Refuse to be bound by time and space. Live the 

life you chose, your blueprint, your soul's remembering, the life the 
Creator gives so freely and completely in each moment and gratefully 

accept what is offered you, uniquely, to bring your Divinity into 

manifestation. Every moment is perfect. We must always remember 

that. If it doesn't seem so, we must open up to the possibilities, step 

aside from ego/personality and try to see as the Creator sees, as our 
karma, reincarnation and inherent perfection have chosen, giving us 

each moment the key to the lock of our self-imposed limitation in time 

and space.
